Please remember the five calls to make should your pet ever become lost:  call the Shelter at 
260-868-2409 and report the loss – we keep a file of lost pets and when people find them, they call and report the find so we can call you; call the Star and place a free Lost Pet Ad; call FROGGY and they will announce it free; call the local police; and call your vet’s office.  These are the numbers people call when the find a pet.

Micro chipping is the best way to ensure the safe return of a lost pet.  We offer Home Again micro chipping for only $25 at the shelter – please call for an appointment.  If you can’t come to us, we will come to your home for $40 for the first pet, and $25 for each additional pet at the same address.  Home Again is for the life of your pet!

We also continue to collect old shoes, any condition.  Just bring them to the shelter, or call 
260-925-5572 for pick-up.  Consider holding a shoe drive at your place of business.  It’s a win-win-win:  closets get cleaned, people in need receive shoes, and the shelter receives compensation for our Spay and Neuter fund.  We also collect and recycle used print cartridges.

Kennel Sponsorships are always available!  Your name is prominently displayed on the kennel for the length of the sponsorship and may be purchased to honor a pet, a family member or friend, or as a memorial.  Sponsorships are available for one month for $25; six months for $50; or one year for only $100.

Visit our website regularly and check out our weekly Paw Prints, featuring a different pet each week, and our Special Events tab, so you can keep track of all of our happenings around the county.  We have lots of fun planned in the next months and hope you’ll join us and help us care for the many animals that come our way, looking for their forever homes!
